With the passing of the police levy in Plain Township, we have been working closely with Sheriff
George T Maier, Trustee Scott Haws, Trustee Al Leno, and Trustee John Sabo, as well as Township
Administrator Lisa Campbell, to ensure that the growth of police services both meets the needs of
the township and remains fiscally responsible. As a result, we have added two supervisors,
Sergeant Cliff Hall and Sergeant Bill Konic, which are assigned only to Plain Township. We have
also added three deputies to the patrol and would like to welcome Rocco Ross to Plain Township
as our new detective.

We have also been working on updating our equipment. The deputies have all been issued Tasers
and we have ordered five new patrol vehicles. We hope to continue to improve the staffing and
replace equipment, as the revenue continues to come in from the levy. There are now more
deputies on your streets and we are working to increase patrols in the neighborhoods.

For many dogs and their owners summer time is the time of the year for working and playing in
the yard, as well as excursions into nature. Ticks also known as arachnids, can be found then too.
These tiny parasites can cause Lyme disease which is transmitted to humans through the bite of

an infected black legged tick. Typical signs include fever, headache, fatigue and a characteristic
skin rash called erythema migrans (The Bull’s Eye Rash). If left untreated, infection can spread to
the joints, heart, and nervous system. Lyme disease is diagnosed based on symptoms and physical

Solicitation in Plain Township

The Township has strict rules and regulations regarding solicitation. Solicitors are not permitted
in residential districts but they are permitted in business districts with a proper permit. Non-profit
organizations are permitted to collect donations in residential and business districts. These
organizations must first register with Plain Township and will receive an official letter that
contains the Plain Township Seal. If you would like to report a solicitor in your neighborhood that
does not have an official Plain Township letter, call the Stark County Sheriff at 330 -430 -3800 .

Stark County Housing Rehabilitation

The Stark County Housing Rehabilitation is a department within the Stark County Regional
Planning Commission, that administers the Housing Rehabilitation Program for the Board of Stark
County Commissioners, by utilizing funds from the US Department of Housing &
Urban Development (HUD). This program provides a one time only combination
grant/deferred loan for qualified homeowners to rehab their homes and bring them up / \}

Construction Permits Required

Before you begin any construction project, contact the Zoning Department to discuss the
minimum setbacks and maximum size requirements that apply to your property. In addition to a
permit application, a site plan drawn to scale of your property is required to illustrate the new

construction’s size and location on the property. Permits must be issued before work begins
If you are hiring a contractor, the Zoning Department recommends that you discuss with them
who will be responsible for obtaining the permits. However, ultimately, the property owner is
responsible for the compliance of their property with all Township zoning requirements.
Please note that any above ground swimming pool containing three feet of water or more, requires
a permit. Also, any storage shed on your property requires a permit regardless of it’s size.

Do You Rent Your Home or Apartment?

Then you need renter’s insurance! Statistics show that 9 out 10 renters do NOT have renter’s
insurance. Most people think they won’t need it. Yet, there are more fires in rented homes and
apartments, than owner occupied structures. The risk increases even more in an apartment
building, because there are more families in one building than in a home.

Renter’s insurance is relatively inexpensive. The average annual premium is $130 - $150 for
$15,000 of coverage and usually includes personal liability.
